- Attend ongoing VTS professional development workshops and social
gatherings as needed (these are currently conducted online)

- Contact VTS staff if you are concerned about your own, or a learner’s
welfare

- Respect the rights and privacy of your learner

- Inform VTS Office if your availability changes

- Give two weeks’ notice before withdrawing from the program

- Complete an Exit Survey
